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The first INTERKULTUR International Choir Competition in Budapest, held in 1988, was the start 
of one of the largest and most successful series of cultural events in Europe. The INTERKULTUR 
Event Series has meanwhile become known throughout the world for its high artistic and orga-
nizational standards and has become a concept for the choir-orientated public, with enthusias-
tic followers worldwide. These events are organized by INTERKULTUR, a non-profit organization 
based in Germany. 
INTERKULTUR´s biggest success to date was to bring the antique Olympic idea to the choral world. 
The Choir Olympics 2000 in Linz (Austria) were the start of a Choir Olympic movement, which made 
its way through 2002 in Busan (Korea), 2004 in Bremen (Germany) and continued its successful sto-
ry as “World Choir Games” 2006 in Xiamen (China), 2008 in Graz (Austria), 2010 in Shaoxing (China) 
and 2012 in Cincinnati (USA). In 2014, the World Choir Games will be held in Riga, Latvia.
Another milestone in the history of INTERKULTUR was to establish a World Championship for choirs. 
The first World Choir Championships were called into being in 2009 and took place in the Province 
of Gyeongnam (Republic of Korea), followed by the World Choir Championships for Youth and Young 
Adults in July 2011 in Graz, Austria. 

The Idea
Meanwhile, INTERKULTUR has become the symbol for a unique artistic idea, which consists of a 
new interpretation concerning the execution of choir festivals: In comparison to the meritorious 
traditional choir competitions, where only international elite choirs are qualified to take part, the 
INTERKULTUR competitions are open to all amateur choirs. Choirs from all over the world, interested 
in gaining international festival and competition experience, can compare themselves with other 
choirs according to their level of artistic achievement. The artistic committee puts emphasis on the 
presence of the highest level of choral performers as well as on the presence of the greatest diversity 
of choirs in all competitions. This new type of competition has been copied by numerous organiza-
tions in the past two decades. With the idea to organize the World Choir Games, formerly known as 
“Choir Olympics” biennially, INTERKULTUR has opened a door to new impulses and perspectives for 
the national and international choral movement.

The Pedagogical Concept
The INTERKULTUR events are not just competitions and international choir festivals; they gain their 
competence and lasting effect on their participants more and more by pedagogical offers. In consul-
tation rounds, for example, the choirs have the chance to work together with the international jury 
and to get advice on their current level of achievement, proficient pedagogical and artistic informa-
tion and suggestions as to how to interpret the chosen piece. 

… Connecting Bridges
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In connection with this convention, seminars for conductors, composer portraits and lectures are 
being offered during the INTERKULTUR events. Friendship and celebration concerts reinforce a big 
emotional effect of the international choir-meetings organized by INTERKULTUR.

The Quality Seal
For more than 20 years MUSICA MUNDI® has been the exclusive quality seal for all INTERKULTUR 
events worldwide. Since the first competition being organised by INTERKULTUR in Budapest in 1988, 
the rating system, on which all INTERKULTUR competitions are based upon, has been improved con-
tinuously. MUSICA MUNDI® ensures comparability among all events and a smooth organization 
and has set standards in the world of choral music. 

The Competitions
There are various categories for all types and levels of choirs in different degrees of difficulty, with 
and without compulsory pieces. They offer a unique atmosphere, good competitive conditions, in-
tense artistic contacts, various consultation programs and workshops, as well as practice opportu-
nities with international performers. More than 200 experts and leading choirmasters from all over 
the world guarantee a high level of expertise in all INTERKULTUR events.

Evaluation System
The jury awards Golden, Silver and Bronze Diplomas on 10 levels at INTERKULTUR competitions and 
Bronze, Silver or Gold Medals at the World Choir Games and World Choir Championships, according 
to the MUSICA MUND®I evaluation system. In each category a winner or champion is determined 
and outstanding achievements are honoured with special prizes. In some competitions there is an 
add-on competition of the category winners which determines the grand prix winner, the overall 
winner of the competition.

Locations of Festivals and Competitions
So far INTERKULTUR events have taken place in Austria, Czech Republic, Germany, Hungary, Indo-
nesia, Israel, Italy, Malaysia, Malta, People’s Republic of China, Republic of Korea, Sweden, USA and 
Vietnam.

The Participants
In total, 6,800 choirs with 300,000 active singers from 100 countries have taken part in the INTER-
KULTUR competitions to date. It is interesting to note that more than half of the participants have 
been children and youth up to 25 years of age.
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Means of Support
In accordance with its statutes, INTERKULTUR supports the following activities:
• International music festivals and choir competitions whose goal is to bring together choirs from   
 different regions of the world and encourage  international collaboration through mutual respect,  
 as well as to contribute to cultural exchange and understanding among nations
• Children and youth choirs, preferably from financially challenged countries
• Amateur choirs, either local or international, that show intensive and sustained youth development
• Young, talented choirmasters, young musicians and singers (scholarship awards)
• Specific sponsorship programmes

Many ensembles have received invitations to other INTERKULTUR events that have been financed 
to a large degree by INTERKULTUR. Through regular participation in the events, quite a number of 
choirs have been able to improve their profile remarkably and work their way to the international 
elite.
Sponsorship funds come mainly from private sponsors, as well as from membership fees, participa-
tion fees, direct and indirect donations, public sponsorship as well as funds of the countries, regions, 
cities and communities that are involved as partners in the competitions and festivals.

European Culture Award 
INTERKULTUR was awarded the 2006 European Culture Award, called into being by former German 
Minister of Foreign Affairs, Hans Dietrich Genscher and presented by KulturForum Europa, for its 
activities on behalf of understanding between peoples and furtherance of common European thin-
king in the field of culture.

About Manila
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"It's More Fun in the  Philippines" 

The Department of Tourism's "It's More Fun in the Philippines" campaign was launched last 
year and quickly took the Filipino public by storm.  The drive intended to create buzz by en-
couraging people to use Internet tools, images, and words to "sell" the Philippines as a top 
tourist destination.

In coming up with the campaign, DOT Secretary Ramon Jimenez faced the challenge of tur-
ning inherent Filipino pride to a visual, worldwide project.

"The solution came down to a basic truth, expressed in an idea so simple,” explained the 
advertising executive-turned-tourism honcho.  “It sounds more like a text message than an 
ad. The Philippines may have more of so many other things, but there's only one thing we 
have the most of.   And the one thing was captured in the one word  -  fun."

Creative firm BBDO Guerrero chairman David Guerrero added that the project's power  
comes from the simple truth captured in the slogan, driving Filipinos everywhere to create 
their own campaigns patterned after the "It's More Fun" concept.

"This is the only country where you will find dancing policemen and dancing prisoners ... 
Where else will you find barbershops called 'Scissors Palace' and 'Hair Force One'?" he said.
The campaign has indeed been fruitful, owing to Filipino values that include love for the 
homeland.  Indeed, the creative minds behind the brand emphasize that “it is not our cam-
paign. . . it is everyone’s.”
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MBC holds the distinction of being the pioneer broadcast institution in the Philippines.  
Taking over the reins of  Heacock-owned KZRH following World War II, Don Manolo Elizalde 
had a new studio built atop the Insular Life Building on Plaza Cervantes within 40 days after 
Liberation, and by July 4, 1946, was ready for the inauguration of Manuel Roxas as first Pre-
sident of the Second Philippine Republic.   

With William Dunn at the helm, professional announcers were taken on board to train Fili-
pino counterparts.  A sister station, DYRC, opened in Cebu, and just after three years, MBC 
went on simultaneous nationwide broadcast – becoming the first station to reach audien-
ces as far north as Basco, and as far south as Jolo.  

Throughout the 50’s and the 60’s, MBC established itself as the leading news and entertain-
ment  station in the country – a distinction it holds until today.  In 1975, MBC crossed over 
to the FM band, with the opening of DZMB, now known as the top-rating 90.7 Love Radio.  
Upon the initiative of current MBC Chairman Fred J. Elizalde, the network has continued to 
expand its reach, with the addition of 101.1 Yes-FM, 96.3 Easy Rock, Aksyon Radyo, Hot-FM, 
and Radyo Natin.  

Believing that grassroots entertainment links our country in the way Filipinos know best, 
MBC has also ventured into special events and continues to provide radio listeners with a 
diverse array of activities that enhance their sense of community and pride in being Filipino. 

Today, with over 200 stations throughout the archipelago, Manila Broadcasting Company is 
the largest broadcast network in Asia, and is proudly at the top of the ratings.

Jonathan  Velasco  is  a  much  sought  after  choral  conductor,  clinician  and adjudicator in 
the world today. He studied at the University of the Philippines College of Music and at the 
Berliner Kirchenmusikshule in Germany. He was a member and assistant conductor of the 
World Youth Choir and for the 1996 summer session became its first Asian conductor. Velas-
co regularly holds choral clinics and workshops in the Philippines and all over the world. To-
gether with his choirs, he has won first prizes in choral competitions in Maribor (Slovenia), 
Cork (Ireland), Marktoberdorf (Germany), and Tolosa (Spain). He has also been a member of 
the jury in prestigious choral competitions in Europe and Asia. He currently conducts the 
Ateneo Chamber Singers.

Velasco is an adviser to the board of the International Federation for Choral Music, and  is  
the Philippine  representative  to  the  World  Choir  Council. He was a member of the Artistic 
Committee of the Polyfollia Festival in Normandy, France, from 2005 to 2012. In 2008, he 
was elected the first President of the newly formed Philippine Choral Directors Association.

Ralf Eisenbeiß was born in 1952 in Zeulenroda. After his secondary school examination he 
studied pedagogy, German philology and musical education.  He received his PhD in 1979 
at the Pedagogical University of Zwickau. From 1978 to 1981, he studied choir and orchestra 
conducting at the Franz Liszt Conservatory in Weimar. Ralf Eisenbeiß was working as the 
director of the choral department at the Pedagogical University in Zwickau and appointed 
professor for choir conducting and choral singing in 1987. He was conductor of the renow-
ned Pedagogical University Zwickau Choir. With his choir he performed a wide repertoire 
of compositions for a cappella choirs and with orchestra, too. Under his direction the choir 
won numerous prizes at national and international choir competitions. Ralf Eisenbeiß was 
lecturer at the central seminar for choral conductors in Berlin and organised numerous 
workshops himself. He often appears as guest conductor at home and abroad. 

Since more than 20 years he works as artistic director of INTERKULTUR. Ralf Eisenbeiß is 
founder of the Int. Robert Schumann Choir Competition in Zwickau and one of the founders 
of the World Choir Games. Since 1992 he was responsible for about hundred internatio-
nal competitions of INTERKULTUR in Germany, Italy, Korea, Indonesia, China, Austria, Spain, 
USA and other countries. Ralf Eisenbeiß is very often invited as a juror in national and other 
international choir competitions all over the world.

Mark Anthony Carpio graduated cum laude from the University of the Philippines College of 
Music with a Bachelor’s Degree in Piano.

In 2001, Mark was personally chosen by Prof. Andrea 
Veneracion to succeed her as the choirmaster of the Philippine Madrigal Singers. Since then, 
he has led the group through its numerous tours all over the world.
